Speed checks continue across the ward, targeting drivers failing to abide by speed

limits, with formal action taken where it is proportionate to do so. This remains a focus
for us, with numerous complaints received from concerned members of the public.

Anti-Social Driving/Speeding/Noise Pollution — 10 x reported incidents

The majority of incidents relate to complaints of anti-social driving/noise related issues
in the area of Hawes Brae/Newhalls Road, with issues caused by a mixture of cars
and motorbikes, however, there were also reports from other areas of South
Queensferry.

Anti-social Behaviour/Youth Disorder: 2 x reported incidents
1 x incident relates to youths digging up a field in order to create a bike track near to
Linn Mill — No crimes identified.

1 x incident relates to a group of youths throwing rocks and other items at
sheds/garages in the area of Ferrymuir — No crimes identified.

Vandalism: 3 x reported incidents
All incidents relate to vehicles being damaged by way of scratches to bodywork in the
areas of William Black Place and Moubray Grove — Enquiries ongoing.
