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Road Safety 
Speed checks continue across the ward, targeting drivers failing to abide by speed 
limits, with formal action taken where it is proportionate to do so. This remains a focus 
for us, with numerous complaints received from concerned members of the public. 
 
Anti-Social Driving/Speeding/Noise Pollution – 7 x reported incidents 
4 x incidents relate to complaints of anti-social driving/noise related issues in the area 
of Hawes Brae/Newhalls Road. 
 
2 x incidents relate to anti-social driving/vehicles driving in a dangerous manner in the 
areas of Scotstoun Green and Lawson Crescent.  
 
Of note, there have been two vehicles seized from the Hawes Brae area this past 
month following charges of drivers driving without valid insurance. At least one driver 
will be charged with careless driving following footage sent in by a resident, with 
additional charges possible against a number of other drivers pending review of 
footage from the CCTV camera.  
 
In addition to above, there has been formal action taken against drivers for speeding 
in the South Queensferry area.  
 
Anti-social Behaviour/Youth Disorder: 2 x reported incidents  
1 x incident relates to youths causing a nuisance in the area of Society Road. 
 
1 x incident relates to youths allegedly kicking doors in the area of Kempston Place.  
 
Vandalism: No incidents reported.  
 
Bogus Caller: No incidents reported
